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MEASURING A WINDOW OR DOOR

Tips oN MEASURING
A. Always use a steel rule or measuring tape.
B. Record all your measurements in millimeters (mm), and round off to the nearest millimeter (mm).

C. Please check and double check your measurements to ensure they are accurate.
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When you are measuring your window or door, provide the following dimensions:

1. The internal width of the opening at the top (2), the centre (b) and the bottom of the opening (c).
2. The internal height of the opening at one side (d) and the other side ().

When you are measuring your window or door with architraves, also provide the following dimensions:

1. The overall width, including architrave of the window or door (f) and;
2. The overall height of the door, including architrave (g).
